President Arnold noted the newly elected Board Members; Bob Schuh and John Powell were not present. Also present: Superintendent –Dick Schaffan; Principal- Carole Schaffan, Business Manager-Kathy Sieck-Chase. Elementary update given by Carole Schaffan. No word yet on approval of the 21st Century Grant.  April 17th is the Spelling Bee and Regional TIE meeting. April 18th the Math Meet will be held in Bowman, ND. Preschool Visitation is April 24, 2013. TIE Conference is April  22nd-23th, seventeen teachers are attending.  Dakota Step Test is taking place . Star-Base astrology program is in the school this week, the students will then tour the Air and Space Museum on Friday April 12, 2013. April 12th is Purple-Up Day to honor children of military personal.   Archery is being taught for JH and HS students on Thursdays after school.
Elementary Play Day will be May 5, 2013 at the football field.

Cody Erickson with PD-360; gave a remote presentation on the web-based Professional Development Program. The teachers will access to the program and give input to Superintendent Dick Schaffan.

Athletic Director Update given by Tyler Mareska.  Track practice has started and there are 11 high school students and 22 junior high students participating.

Service agreement regulations with NWAS were discussed.  McIntosh PSD will contract individually for speech services, this will save the school $7000 in fiscal year 2014.

Motion by William Chase, second by Chris Bailey to give Janice Miller a lump sum payment in May 2013 for her remaining contract balance, health insurance will still be in effect until August 31, 2013.
Action#12-13-90
Motion by Sandy Baumberger, second by Marcia Schell, to approve Boiler Service Agreement with Johnson Control for $4786.00 for fiscal year 2014.  The agreement will be in place for five years; increasing in cost by 2% each year.
