The following resolution was introduced by Bailey ,  second by Arnold.

BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE MCINTOSH SCHOOL DISTRICT # 15-1, MCINTOSH, SOUTH DAKOTA WILL NAME:  The Great Western Bank, McIntosh, South Dakota as their official depository.  Regular School Board Meetings will be held on the second Wednesday of each Month at 7:00 P.M., except June/July/August at 8:00 P.M.   Board Member wages set at $65.00 for all meetings with the exception the Board President be compensated $75.00 a meeting, mileage set at State Rate, meal reimbursement for in/out state meals is an allowance up to and not exceeding daily rate set by the State.  (Employee must have receipt to be paid) and receipts can not exceed the total daily amount set by the state, which is $26.00 in State and $36.00 out of State.  Superintendent will be authorized to sign for Federal Programs and in his absence, the Business Manager will sign necessary forms.  Dick Schaffan will be appointed Title IX coordinator.  Dick Schaffan will be appointed Public Records Officer,  Alan Hoff will be Asbestos Coordinator.  Rose Mary Fritz will be Business Manager and Custodian of funds and invest and re-invest funds for McIntosh School District.  The Board President or Vice Chairperson along with the Business Manager will sign General, Special Education, Capital Outlay, Food Service, Early Retirement, Checks, Contracts and all necessary forms for the McIntosh School District.  Superintendent and Business Manager will sign Trust and Agency Checks.  Interest will be receipted to each respective account as received.  In the event, of an election the pay rate will be $50.00 for polling place, mileage at state rate, $7.50 a hour for Election Superintendent and $7.25 a hour for election clerks.  KOLY/KBJM/KFYR/KELO/KLND radio and TV stations are designated for public news.  The Corson/Sioux Paper designated as official newspaper.  School Website may be utilized.  Senior Citizens will be issued life long passes for athletic events.  Season Pass rates will be $25.00 for adults, $15.00 for High School and $10.00 for Pre-8 students, admission to athletic events at the door will be $3.00 for adults and $2.00 for Pre-12 students.  Little Moreau School Passes will be acknowledged for teachers and staff .  School Lunch and Breakfast will remain free for students.  Adult Lunches will be $1.75 and $1.00 for Breakfast. The fixed asset amount will be $3,000.00 and the States Attorney for the McIntosh School will determined by Board Action when needed.  Payday for School Employees will be on the 15th of each month.  NWAS representative will be Sandy Baumberger with Christopher Bailey as an Alternate.   Roll call vote:  Arnold-yes; Baumberger-yes; Bailey-yes ; Schell-yes; 
Chase-yes.
